Hisham Abdel Meguid was born and raised in Alexandria. He is the son of one of the most prominent political players in Egypt and the region, Esmat Abdel Meguid, who was the Egyptian Minister of Foreign Affairs (8 years) and then went on to become the Secretary General of the League of Arab States.

Hisham attended school at the Ecole Des Freres Bab El-Louk in Cairo before earning a Bachelor of Science degree in Engineering from Columbia university in New York.

During his education, Hisham was eager to plunge into the professional world when he attended a number of training courses such as the Personal Skills and Productivity, Time Management, Systems Analysis and Design. These courses gave him a head start in honing the skills he would need once he embarked on a career in the world of IT.

Upon graduation in 1973 came Hisham’s first encounter with the professional world was in as a junior programmer at IBM offices in Europe. When Hisham left ABC in 2004, Hisham’s marks were clearly visible in the growth the company had accomplished, with two new production lines, a whopping 300 employees and market share that had doubled since he came on board.
Hisham then went on to lend his expertise to a number of different institutions, from the Egyptian Ministry of Petroleum where he did advisory work in the setting up of the ministry master plan for the mining sector, to the Arab Industrial Development and Mining Organization, where he developed the organization website and designed and implemented the Arab Industrial Database to incorporate data on all manufacturing organizations in the Arab Countries.
